Description: The Berkshire Soccer Academy is an overnight soccer camp for girls. We offer an 
elite training experience for girls, ages 9-16, in a traditional camp setting on a private lake in the 
Berkshires.   
 
The Photographer will capture and edit photographs of our athletes playing soccer and 
having fun at camp. The candidate must be able to shoot and edit material to be shared 
daily for online web distribution of content. The Photographer will work directly with the 
Camp Directors to shoot and produce final products on a strict daily and weekly timeline. 
The ideal Photographer is neither “seen nor heard,” but captures the campers in a candid 
fashion during camp. A typical day for the Photographer may begin as early as 7:30AM 
and end as late as 9:30PM; this includes taking photos at the fields and elective locations, 
editing photos in the office, and assisting with some office assistant work. The 
Photographer will live in an all-staff cabin at camp and has a dedicated computer for 
photo editing in the camp office. 
 
Job Qualifications: 

• Must have 2+ years of experience in sport and activity photography 
• Must be able to work under deadline pressure, and produce quality photos daily 
• Proficiency with Mac-based digital editing software; and camera lens switching 
• Proven ability to manage all equipment with extreme care
